Disability Retirement Discussion

made to contract with an independent medical examiner to perform examinations of applicants
for disability retirement. The motion passed unanimously. A motion was made that
beneficiaries of a disability retirement allowance be required to undergo an independent medical
examination as determined by the Commission. The motion passed unanimously. A motion was
made to require beneficiaries of a disability retirement allowance be required to provide their
complete tax returns each year. The motion passed unanimously. Additional information was
requested for the March meeting regarding establishing an appeals process.

Other Business
Jason Vandever reviewed the fiscal year to date performance of the Retirement Fund. Chris
Cullinan updated the Commission members on the fiduciary liability insurance renewal.
